ñThis wiring information is from my conversion using a 1987 Supra Turbo (7M-GTE) 
MkIII and installing a 1992(1993) SC400 1UZ-FE w/R154 transmission and the 1993 
ECU. This is a rough draft and some information still needs to be filled in, however it 
should get anyone started with this type of conversion. HVAC (A/C and heat) were not 
wired back in at this time. 
 
This conversion will require the 7M-GTE wiring harness engine bay fuse box connector 
and dash connector. Other connectors may be required as well such as the oil pressure 
sensor and water temp sensor connectorsò

Supra small yellow connector (also known as M1 connector) 
Pin 7 ï Gray/Green -> 1UZ ECU Blue/Yellow (add pin number) 
Pin 9 ï Brown -> white/black strip in ecu harness 
Pins 3&4 ï Backup light wiring.  I tapped into one of the auto trans harnesses 

(pull out your multimeter to trace the wires.) 
Pin 8 ï Yellow/Black -> 1UZ harness 20 (23?) pin orange 

connector pin 20 Yellow/Black w/Gold bands 
Pin 6 ï Yellow/Green (water temp.) -> Pin 9 Yellow/Green 
Pin 1 ï Black -> Pin 8 Black (I believe this is the tach signal)  My tach works 

perfect, I know Mike said his is off by some rpm 
Pink wire(speed sense) -> pink wire in 1uz harness. (it is twisted with a light 

purple wire in the wiring harness, itôs still untested, but I havenôt thrown a 
code for speed sensor yet)

Black wire (itôs a 1uz fuse box connector, is on a 3 wire connector with thick 

wires) run into interior -> Black/blue.  (I connected it to the black/white 
since I had no pin on my body harness. Mike used the black/blue for his 
87. This wire is for the starter) 

Black/orange (1uz fuse box connector, same one as above, itôs the center wire) 
run into interior -> Big Black/Orange (add pin number) 

Green (add pin number) -> 7.5A fuse -> ground (turns fuel pump 
on when key is in óONô position)  (I tied this wire into the same white/black 
wire I used above in the harness.)

 Yellow fuse box connector (6 pin, only 5 wires used)  

Black/Red (add pin) -> Black/Red (add pin) on grey 1UZ 
White (add pin) -> Black/Yellow (add pin) on grey 1UZ connector (Iôm not sure 

what the wire is supposed to be for but I measured 12v at ignition, but it 
turned off while cranking) 

Black/Orange (add pin) -> Black/Orange (add pin) on grey 1UZ 
connector  

White/Black (add pin) ï not used, comes from body ground on 
fender 

Black/Yellow (add pin) ï not used (I measured 12v when ignition was on) 
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
